The average taxable value of a residence homestead in Jack County last year was $40,884.  Based on last year's tax rate of $0.364388 per $100 of taxable value, the amount of taxes imposed last year on the average home was $148.98 (disregarding residence homestead exemptions available only to disabled persons or persons 65 years of age or older).

The average taxable value of a residence homestead in Jack County this year is $49,884. If the governing body adopts the effective tax rate for this year of $0.361879 per $100 of taxable value, the amount of taxes imposed this year on the average home would be $180.52 (disregarding residence homestead exemptions available only to disabled persons or persons 65 years of age or older).

If the governing body adopts the proposed tax rate of $0.394433 per $100 of taxable value, the amount of taxes imposed this year on the average home would be $196.76 (disregarding residence homestead exemptions available only to disabled persons or persons 65 years of age or older).
